STEP 1:

Carefully cut out each character along the
dotted lines. Then, fold the attached white strip
behind the character and glue or tape it to
itself to create a loop.

STEP 2:

Fold the story scene once along each of the
black lines to form a triangle, and then glue

the tab to itself so each part of the story can
stand up and be viewed on all three sides.

STEP 3:

Cut out the title triangle ("The Story of Cain
and Abel") and glue or tape it to the bottom of
the folded scene triangle to create a container

to hold your characters.
